The Meeting will be informed of the current status of the radars, the issues concerning the creation of the radar mosaic and methods to be used by the Meteorological Services of non-host countries to access radar data.

The results of the regional component of the Annual Global Monitoring of the Global Telecommunication System for 2012 will be presented.

Competency Standards for Aeronautical Forecasters and Observers 

December 1, 2013 is the ICAO deadline for Meteorological Services to be able to demonstrate that their Aeronautical Meteorological Personnel are competent.  The Meteorological Services in CMO Member States have participated in several workshops to enable them to prepare the local adaptation of the top level AMP competencies specified by WMO.

Lightning Detection Systems
Directors will be informed of the different lightning detection systems and their benefits.
6.
OUTCOME/HIGHLIGHTS OF 
a) The Sixteenth Session of RA IV
The Sixteenth Session was held in Willemstad, Curaçao in April 2013.  The Meeting will be informed of the impacts of decisions on the operation of National Meteorological and Hydrological Services.

b) 2013 WMO Executive Council

The Directors will be informed about the outcome of the 2013 WMO Executive Council session and the impacts of the decisions on the operations of National Meteorological and Hydrological Services.

The IMPACTS OF WEATHER DURING 2013 


Directors will give a brief review of the socio-economic impacts of weather events on their countries, which should have qualitative and quantitative elements, as well as operations of the Meteorological Services during weather events.
