	1. A Mathematics test would be conducted prior to the start of the courses to ascertain if student counselling or tutoring may be required.
2. CIMH proposal to change the pass mark for the core and supporting courses to 50% and the pass mark for the competency courses to 60%.

3. In cases where CIMH required an extension of internship or on-the-job part of a course, a portfolio of the student’s work be submitted to CIMH for certification.
4. Because of the possibility that accidents could happen during field work in the Hydrology courses, it was imperative that the students be adequately insured.

	1. Meteorological Services to update their metadata and capabilities in OSCAR/Surface which is now operational. WMO Publication No. 9, Volume A, Observing Stations, would officially cease to exist and related procedures used to maintain station information would be discontinued by the end of 2017. 

2. Permanent Representatives who had not yet done so, were reminded to provide a written response to WMO with respect to the actions taken. 

a) Nomination of Principal Global Information System Centre (GISC);

b) Identification of a WIS Focal Point;

c) Registration with a GISC for management of WIS discovery metadata.

3. All National Meteorological Services should review and update all WMO headers used by the Services as necessary, for the transmission of all data.  The metadata should be entered into GISC database.

	Outcome & Highlights of the Seventeenth WMO Congress 
	1. Members were strongly encouraged to implement the Service Delivery Strategy, using the WMO Implementation Plan, with a view to improving the quality and delivery of the services they provide to the public.
2. All Members to complete and sustain the QMS for the provision of meteorological service to aviation. Inability to reach the required level of QMS classified as a serious deficiency against the ICAO requirements.
3. The use of aeronautical cost-recovery mechanisms is encouraged to assist in the development and sustainability of QMS by NMHSs 
4. All Members which had not completed their AMP competency assessment were urged to do so as soon as possible and to report to WMO on the achieved level of compliance.
5. Member States required to ensure that the level of qualification of operational AMF personnel followed & compliant with the WMO qualification standard (Basic Instruction Package for Meteorologist (BIP‑M)), and to inform WMO.
6. A proposal was made that a technical team be formed to assist all Meteorological and Hydrological Services of CMO Member States in order that they can become compliant with the required standards.
